At the first service the word was out that it was my 21° birthday and | was presented with a cake
and candles to blow out and of course the happy birthday song at the same time, Ben Jagger
and Ben Hawkins definitely showed some singing talent that day.

The last 4 gravel stages of the day went very well and we managed to set some respectable
stage times before heading to the Tarmac super special in the city were we had to do 4 laps
which | really enjoyed as | had never raced on tarmac before and managed to set the fastest
time out of the Ford Fiestas.

We ended Day 1 in 3 place not far off 2" which | was determined to make up that time on
Sunday.

Day 2 we came out of the blocks very fast setting fast stage times. At first service we were 1
second ahead of Ben Jagger and 13 seconds ahead of Daniel Harris but this lead we could not
hang onto. On special stage 3 we dropped of the pace, making it very close going into stage 4.
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Stage 4 was one of the most frustrating stages | have ever done as | over shot an intersection
and lost valuable time dropping us back into 3" place for the day.

With only two stages left for the day Jeff and | pushed very hard to make up the time but to no
avail.

We ended Day 2 as the 3" placed Ford Fiesta Competitor and managed to get on the podium in
3" place overall in the Ford Fiesta Sporting Trophy, this secured us valuable championship
points before heading to the 2009 NAC Insurance Rally of Whangarei in just 3 weeks time.
