1.JURISDICTION

This event is a National Rally with Foreign Participation, promoted by the Pukekohe Car Club and Rally
New Zealand and will take place on 6 — 9 May in the Northland, Auckland, Franklin, Waikato and Raglan
areas. The Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally is Round 2 of the Vantage
Aluminium Joinery New Zealand Rally Championship Open 4WD Championship.

The Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Trophy Rally is Round 2 of the Vantage
Aluminium Joinery New Zealand Rally Championship Kiwi 2 and Historic Challenge Trophy and Round 1

of the Top Half Rally Series.

The Rally will be held under these Supplementary Regulations, the MotorSport NZ National Sporting
Code and its Appendices and Schedules particularly Appendix Three, Schedule R being the Standing
Regulations for all Rallies and Appendix Two, Schedule A — Driver and Vehicle Safety Requirements.

3.1 Venues:
3.1.1 Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial R ally (Three Day Event)
The Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally is a three day rally running in
conjunction with Rally New Zealand. It is expected that the first Smartwood by Alpwood Possum
Bourne Memorial Rally car will start approximately 60 — 90 minutes after the first WRC car.

The days and venues are

Thursday 6 May
Ceremonial Start in reverse of Day 1 start order at 6:30pm
Viaduct Harbour Auckland City

Friday 7 May

Starting at Queens Wharf, Auckland City at 7:15am for the first WRC car with stages in the
Whangarei and Kaipara Districts and a Superstage in the Auckland Domain finishing in Auckland
City with the first WRC car finishing at 7:05pm

The service parks will be located in Whangarei Central City and on Queens Wharf.

Saturday 8 May

Starting at Queens Wharf at 6:00am for the first WRC car with stages in the Franklin and North
Waikato Districts and two Superstages at the Hampton Downs Motor Race Circuit finishing in
Auckland City with the first WRC car finishing at 5:10pm

The service parks will be located on Queens Wharf and at Hampton Downs.

Sunday 9 May

Starting at Queens Wharf at 6:00am for the first WRC car with stages in the Raglan area finishing at
Queens Wharf with the first WRC car finishing at 3:00pm

The service parks will be located on Queens Wharf and at Raglan Airfield.

3.2 Length: The Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally comprises of 404.47 km of
special stages and 1090.40 km of touring.

3.3 First Car Starts
3.3.1 Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial R ally (Three Day Event)
From Queens Wharf at 0715 hrs on Friday 7 May for the WRC event with the first Possum Bourne
Memorial Rally competitor starting after the last WRC competitor.

3.4 First Car Finishes:
3.4.1 Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial R ally (Three Day Event)
At 1500 hrs on Sunday 9 May at the final control which is situated on Queens Wharf Auckland City.
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3.5 Ceremonial Start
3.5.1 Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial R ally (Three Day Event)
The Ceremonial Start for the Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally will be at
Viaduct Harbour, Auckland City at 1830hrs on Thursday 6 May.

Cars will start in reverse event seeded order at approximately 30 second intervals prior to the WRC
event cars.

The Ceremonial Start will be preceded by a pre-start park, adjacent to the start zone. A
representative of the team may deliver the car to the pre-start park. The pre-start park will be open
from 1500 to 1600 hrs. The penalty for late arrival is $20 per minute.

Crews must wear their approved overalls and be present with the car in the pre-start park at least 20
minutes before the crew’s due start time.

Between 1600 and 1800hrs NZRC Open 4WD drivers will be required for promotional purposes in
accordance with a schedule that will be published in the WRC Rally Guide 2.

4. ENTRIES
4.1 Opening and Closing: These open with the publication of these regulations and close at 1700 hrs
on Wednesday 7 April.

Late entries may be accepted until 1700hrs Monday 26 April, with an additional $100 fee.

4.2 Entry Acceptance: Entries shall be made on the correct form and to be deemed valid must be
complete in all details and accompanied by the appropriate fees. Acceptance will be at the organising
committee's discretion. The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with the
prescribed provisions of the National Sporting Code. Priority will be given to NZRC and Top Half Series
registered competitors who submit a completed entry prior to the normal close of entries.

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4.4.6 Refunds

100% of entry fee will be refunded if withdrawal is received before the close of normal entries, or

if the rally does not go ahead.

50% of entry fee may be refunded if the rally secretary is notified of any withdrawals before the start
of documentation on 3 May.

4.4 Number of Starters:
The organisers reserve the right to abandon the event if less than 20 entries are received at
normal closing date. The maximum number of starters will be 60.
Any additional entries received will be placed on the reserve list in order of receipt.

4.5 Acceptance of Entry:
These will be notified by Wednesday 28 April together with the seeded start list and
Supplementary Regulations Part 2.

4.6 Competitor Requirements:

(1) Knowledge and Understandings:  In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant and Drivers)

are deemed to fully understand the MotorSport NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant

Appendices and Schedules.

Particularly,
(a) The National Sporting Code articles pertaining to protests and competitors obligations, and
(b) Appendix Three Schedule R articles pertaining to Stage notes, Pace notes and
Reconnaissance.

(2) Licence Requirements: Both the No. 1 and No. 2 drivers shall hold a National Rally Grade or
higher MotorSport NZ issued Competition Licence.
If the Entrant is other than a driver, an Entrants licence in the name of the Entrant is required.

(3) New Competitors: Any driver(s) who have not previously competed in three or more rallies must
attend the new competitor special briefing. Details of venue and time will be announced with the
acceptance of entry.

5. ELIGIBLE VEHICLES

5.1 Compliance: All vehicles shall comply with Appendix Two Schedule A and Appendix Three
Schedule R of the current MotorSport Manual unless stated otherwise in these supplementary
regulations.

5.2 Classes: Vehicles will be divided into the following classes:

The organisers wish to create a field of regional series competitors who would not normally have the
opportunity to compete in a multi-day international event. Vehicles that meet or could meet the WRC
specifications (Group A, Group N and Super 2000) may apply to the organisers for approval to compete.
The Organisers decision is final.

Competitors with vehicles that fall within this age and model limit but do not meet homologation
specifications may apply to the Organisers for approval to compete. The Organisers decision is final.

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5.3 Fuel
NZRC competitors must use unleaded fuel or diesel complying with Appendix 2 Schedule A, Article 3.9
of the current MotorSport Manual.

6. DOCUMENTATION AND SCRUTINEERING AUDIT

Competitors must present themselves at documentation for the checking of licences and documents,
issuing of competition numbers and applicable advertising material prior to presenting the car for audit
scrutineering and for those 4WD over 1800cc cars with forced induction engines, restrictor inspection.
Cars will not be cleared to compete until all of these numbers and advertising requirements are firmly
affixed in the appropriate places on the vehicle.

During the documentation process you will be advised whether your vehicle is to be subjected to audit.
You should assume that your vehicle is going to be subjected to audit and as a consequence is in
readiness to be taken to the audit venue immediately after you have concluded documentation. Cars will
not be cleared to compete until all of the numbers and advertising requirements are firmly affixed in the
appropriate places on the vehicle.

Final livery clearance will be at entry to pre-event starting area. Start will not be permitted unless signage
placement is complied with.

11. STAGE NOTES

The use of Stage Notes will be permitted in accordance with Schedule R Article 7.1. For those
competitors wishing to purchase the Stage Notes it is essential that they advise of their intention on the
box provided on the entry form.

Information: The stage note system uses an automated computer program to generate a description of
the special stage road using sensors fitted to a vehicle driven through each stage.

Such notes describe the route in more detail than the Road Book and can be used without
reconnaissance. The purchase and use of the stage notes is a direct contract between the competitor
and Neil Allport Motorsport with the organiser’'s involvement being limited to authorising the use and
facilitating the preparation and distribution on behalf of Neil Allport Motorsport.

There is no obligation on any competitor to purchase these stage notes.

12. GENERAL
A Reconnaissance

Reconnaissance is included in the entry fee and will be a 2 pass reconnaissance run as part of the WRC
event reconnaissance.

Before starting reconnaissance competitors are required to register and supply the Organisers with full
details of the reconnaissance car at VTNZ Takanini on Monday 2 May between 1800 and 2100 hrs.

Reconnaissance must be carried out in accordance with the Reconnaissance Schedule.

Reconnaissance will be conducted strictly in accordance with the published schedule. Late entry into a
stage for reconnaissance will not be permitted.

Reconnaissance outside the schedule as set by the organisers is considered a very serious offence and
will be advised to the Stewards who may apply penalties.

At all times competitors maximum speed on Special Stages will be 80kph.

All cars must have their headlights on at all times whilst travelling on the roads of the special stages.
Crews are only permitted to enter a special stage from the start point shown in the Road Book and may
not under any circumstance drive in a direction opposite to that of the rally, unless instructed by an

official of the event.

Crews must stop at the start of each stage where a Rally Official will endorse the crew's
Reconnaissance Pass Card and at any other location where instructed.
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Competitors shall create their own safety plan which appoints a team member who shall be responsible
for the well being of the crew during the reconnaissance period.

All cars will be subject to compliance scrutineering at any time during reconnaissance.

Vehicles used for reconnaissance must not be rally cars and must use tyres intended for tarmac road
use primarily. Tyres intended for competition use are not permitted for reconnaissance.

Each crew taking part in reconnaissance will be issued with 3x Number Sets. The two large sets of
numbers must be placed on the rear side windows of the reconnaissance vehicle. The small numbers
must be placed on the front windscreen in the top corner on the co-driver's side. Each crew will be
issued with a Reconnaissance Pass Card.

A designated light fitting zone will be provided after TC 8A. Auxiliary lights only may be fitted. Up to 2
mechanics may assist to fit the auxiliary lights. The mechanics may not carry out any other work on the
car.

Hampton Downs Motor Racing Circuit — Non NZRC Competitors will be able to service before and after
SS13.

Information regarding access including entry times and passes will be provided in the acceptance of
entry.

All teams will be allocated a designated service area in the service parks. Teams who wish to be
allocated a servicing position alongside another team or those who require an area bigger than 8m x 5m
must advise the secretariat by Monday 26 April. All servicing is to be done on a ground sheet.

Refuelling will be permitted in the service parks and refuel zones as marked in the road book. All
competitors are reminded of their responsibilities under the MotorSport New Zealand Code of Practice
for Motorsport Fuel.

Competitors will not be offered Flexi Service as shown in the Itinerary. The 'A" and 'B' TC positions will
be combined.

Non NZRC competitors may service on Queens Wharf at the end of Day 1 and Day 2 by prior
arrangement with the secretariat.

A normal Regroup will be in operation after Service.
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D WITHDRAWALS & REJOINING
All withdrawals either temporarily or permanent must be reported to Rally Control as soon as possible
via the recovery phone line TBA or to a Rally Official.

For competitors competing in the Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally 3 day event, it
is permissible to rejoin the event should a competitor fail to complete sections 1, 2, 3, 4 or 5.

The following requirements will apply to rejoins;

- Rejoining point:  TC4C — exit TC from Service Park
- Rejoining point:  TC9G — exit TC from Service Park
- Rejoining point:  TC13B — exit TC from Service Park
- Rejoining point:  TC17G — exit TC from Service Park
- Rejoining point:  TC19C — exit TC from Service Park

Competitors wishing to rejoin must advise the CRO before their scheduled report time to the Regroup
Entry.

If the vehicle has been damaged the competitor needs to gain clearance to rejoin from the Chief
Scrutineer.

Rejoining competitors will be reseeded at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.

E Starting System of Special Stages

On Special Stages the start will be given using the NOS Technologies WRC starting equipment. At 30
seconds to go, an amber light will illuminate in the start lights panel. At each of the last five seconds
before the start a red light illuminates in the start light panel. At O seconds all these lights will extinguish,
which is the signal to start. Under the start light there is also a clock for the competitors.

A false start will be detected by a photocell placed 40cm in front of the starting line.

Should the primary start system fail, the start will be given using lights and electronic count down. A red
light shows until 10 seconds before Start. At 10 seconds the red and amber lights show. At5 seconds
the red light goes out while the amber lights count down the last 5 seconds. The green light shows at 0
seconds which is the signal to Start. Above the start light there is also a clock for the competitors.

F Start Procedure for SSS 13/ 17 Hampton Downs
i) Cars will be paired in groups of 2 cars.

i) From TC 12B (and later at TC16B) each pair will depart at the same time.
iii) Within each group cars will be nominated as “A”, or “B” which will determine where they start in the
pair, with A starting first, then B. Each car will have a sticker with the letter on it, on the top of its

windscreen and a card with the letter stapled to its timecard

iv) Cars should leave TC 12B/TC16B on the same minute but in order A, then B and proceed to their
respective start points which will be identified by signs A and B.

v) At the start of the stage, cars marked A will be given a start time which is on a complete minute and
cars marked B will be on 5 seconds past the minute. There will be marshals displaying boards with A, or
B on them and cars must line up at those points indicated by the boards.

vi) On the due start time, using the NOS-T countdown clocks, Car A will start in the normal manner when
the time shows HH:MM:00 seconds.

vii) Car B will start when the display clock shows HH:MM:05 seconds
ix) It is the crew’s responsibility to start on the correct time. Jump starts will be penalised.

x) At the Stop Point there will be 2 boards displaying A, and B. Each car should stop at its relevant board
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G Deviation From Tarmac Roadway: SSS9 Auckland Doma  in and SSS13/17 Hampton Downs
Competitors are advised that the compulsory itinerary of the event is deemed to follow the defined
tarmac roadway, and that any deviations from the roadway will be treated as a breach of Article 4 of
Schedule R.

I Finish Procedure and Finish of the Rally

The Ceremonial Finish for the Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally will be held
following the Ceremonial Finish for the WRC event after TC 21C. From there, competitors must follow
officials’ instructions to drive over the finish ramp. The Prizegiving will be held on the finish ramp.

J Prize list
Trophies will be awarded for 1%, 2" and 3™ Overall as well as trophies as per the NZRC portfolio and
finishers medals for the Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally.

K Other Awards
Stage Sponsors may nominate prize winners for stages. These prizes will be awarded at the
Prizegiving.

L Prize giving and After Event Function

The prizegiving for the Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally will be held as part of the
Ceremonial Finish.

A post rally party will be held at Skycity on Sunday 9 May. Further details will be published in Rally
Guide 2 for the WRC event.
