1.JURISDICTION

This event is a National Rally with Foreign Participation, promoted by the Pukekohe Car Club and Rally
New Zealand and will take place on 6 — 9 May in the Northland, Auckland, Franklin, Waikato and Raglan
areas. The Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally is Round 2 of the Vantage
Aluminium Joinery New Zealand Rally Championship Open 4WD Championship.

7. SERVICING
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To access service areas service vehicles must have their "Service Car Pass". To access Hampton
Downs all service crew members must have their Hampton Downs Pass to enter the venue.

8. WRC SAFETY TRACKING SYSTEM (3 DAY COMPETITORS ON LY)

All competitors in the Smartwood by Alpwood Possum Bourne Memorial Rally (3 Day Event) will be
required to install the ISC-T WRC Safety Tracking System. This system must be picked up from the
ISC-T office at Shed 10 at Queens Wharf on Tuesday 4 May from 1300 — 1900hrs or Wednesday 5 May
from 0900 — 1700hrs. Competitors will be asked to leave a deposit by means of a credit card imprint.
These units must be installed and checked on Thursday 6 May between 1330 and 1500hrs at the ISC-T
office on Queens Wharf to ensure correct operation. Should a competitor retire, they must return the
tracking unit and associated cables to the ISC-T office as soon as possible. The tracking units may have
to be removed from the rally cars at the final Parc Ferme, therefore cars should be left unlocked.

Instructions for the installation of the tracking equipment are in Rally Guide 2 pages 91-103.

9. SHAKEDOWN

Competitors in the Possum Bourne Memorial Rally (3 day event) only may attend the Rally New Zealand
WRC shakedown at Auckland Domain on Thursday 6 May from 1100 — 1300hrs subject to availability
and the provision of promotional assistance for the organisers. This opportunity is not available to
Possum Bourne Memorial Trophy competitors.

10. CO-DRIVERS
Competitors may have multiple co-drivers provided that each co-driver completes an entry form and is
notified to the Clerk of the Course prior to the start of the day.

11. START PROCEDURE FOR SS13 HAMPTON DOWNS
For Non NZRC Competitors for TC12B read TC12C as an additional time control has been inserted to
allow for the service as shown in the itinerary.

12. PASSES, PLATES AND PROGRAMME

At documentation each competitor will be provided with 6 passes for Hampton Downs. Each Competitor
will receive 1 Service Vehicle plate for their service crew to enable access to remote services and
Queens Wharf. Vehicles must have a service plate to receive access to Queens Wharf and the remote
service parks including Hampton Downs.
